	Main agenda , discussion points and agenda actions:
· Jane Kett MASH Team Manager talked about CSE – she talked about the CSE Risk Assessment Screening Tool used.  She talked about the NSCB Action Plan to reduce risk by raising awareness amongst professionals and young people.  Common themes in relation to risk are children not perceiving an older person as a risk to them; texting among school children and parents not always wanting the intervention of Children’s Services when they feel they are doing all they can.  There is an expectation that Early Help Hubs will be in a position to indentify young people potentially at risk.  The young people that can be the most annoying and frustrating to services may be the ones most at risk.  
· Jane then talked more about the set up of the MASH – Police, Children’s Services, IDVA, Early Help, Housing, NRP and Adult Mental Health (from NSFT). There are discussions with YOT about piloting a YOT worker in the MASH.  The consultation line has a rotation of 5 people and there are 19 referral co-ordinators.  All referrals are triaged on the day they are received by the MASH.  Signs of Safety is used for the initial conversation at the ‘front door’.  The team/process is continuously evolving.  They receive 3-3,500 referrals a month and 24% of these result in SW intervention – 76% are redirected which includes referrals to EH. 

· It was felt that it would be helpful for organizations represented at the LSCG to present any data they may have for discussion. CS ‘Monthly Performance Data’ was presented to the meeting which prompted lot of discussion.  Its clear the CS are keeping LOTS of data. Police agreed to do this for the next meeting
· Breckland EHH now have weekly referral meetings – to discuss referrals that may not be appropriate for them or to step down from Children’s Services.  

	Key Issues for the Voluntary and Community Sector:
· I was interested to see the amount of data that was being collated.  I wonder what impact it has on their collation of data when the voluntary sector has data they do not have access to. 

· Voluntary Sector agencies might want to know about the weekly meetings in their areas and see how they can be involved.
