	Main agenda, discussion points and agenda actions:
Guest Speaker – Mark Osborne - Innovations Project – Mark spoke about the project and its outcomes in Cultural Competence and working with Eastern European migrant communities. He also spoke about some of the great work that is also currently being done across Lincolnshire, Cambridgeshire and Norfolk in engaging with the community. The LSCG West has now put together a working group consisting of Hanseatic, Ormiston, Eastgate Academy, KLARS, Kings Lynn Library, Identified Children’s Centers, and the Early Help Community Capacitator who will coordinate the group. Main themes will include Training opportunities for West Norfolk professionals around cultural understanding, How best to engage, education of the community around safeguarding and how we capture and collate data in West Norfolk that identifies specific attributes for this community.
Action – The LSCG will put together a working group to explore the following – 
How do we develop best practice 

How do we work with children’s centres and libraries? 

How do we develop communication? KLARS and the Hanseatic Union have Eastern Europeans workers/volunteers. 

Who do we bring into the wider conversation? Suggestions include Community Capacity EHFF worker, Eastgate School, Children’s Centres, KLARS, Julie Chaplin at Hanseatic Union and the Kings Lynn library.

Guest Speaker – Nikki Bramford, NSFT, gave an overview of Compass Outreach 

The Compass Service has been developed with Innovations funding from the Department for Education, and is hosted by NSFT in partnership with Norfolk County Council and the Benjamin Foundation. It went live on 01.04.15, with CCAS as the single point of access. We work with children on the edge of care, using a multi-disciplinary team that includes psychology and social work. There is also a researcher embedded in the team.
Communication Working Group update – Now have terms of reference and a work plan. The NSCB Board are reviewing how all localities will move forward in linking in with the NSCB website and what and how information will be available to all professionals.

	Key Issues for the Voluntary and Community Sector:

Update on Signs of Safety Training – now available through the NSCB Web site.
Family Support Process – Updated process due to be launched and there will be new training to support all sector to deliver. The new process will be based on the Signs of Safety approach.
Supporting the engagement or eastern European communities in the Kings Lynn West Norfolk District council area.
