	Main agenda, discussion points and agenda actions:
· Children & Social Care Bill – an update on what this Bill contains, noting that it does not fix the form for safeguarding oversight and gives statutory responsibility to County Council, Police and Health 
· Information sharing – this is still causing issues but it was reiterated again that the assumption is that information will be shared unless there is a very good reason not to.

· Neglect – the Graded Care Profile (GCP) is not being used consistently and it was confirmed that this should be used. A question was raised whether the second version of GCP should be rolled out given poor take up but cost was raised as a significant issue with this.

· Signs of Safety – the recent international conference was discussed, noting it was very good. However, the cost was noted as being prohibitive for local partners including the voluntary sector. 

· Local Transformation Plan – a recent review had focused efforts on two priorities, noting that the plan was now part of the wider Sustainable Transformation Plan. It was proposed that the entire Children and Adolescent Mental Health Service (CAMHS) would be ‘re-engineered’ to improve services.

· Section 11 review – Cindee wrote a report on the process to review safeguarding practice in the voluntary sector, which I presented to the meeting. The review raised the sector’s need to improve practice around Child Sexual Abuse and highlighting problems with information sharing. The report proposed that the process next year is designed to enable a wider group of organisations’ experiences to be reflected in the S11 input.
· Representatives from the LSCBs were present, which added a lot of richness to the discussions and also meant a stronger link to local practice and experience
