· ‘A Good Education for Every Norfolk Learner Strategy’ – young carers are a priority group.
· Governance for Young Carers – Tracy Hyland from Carers’ Trust to be a part of this group.  Governance route is through Phil Beck to Sal Thirlway.  This group is the multi-agency governance.  There’s a Health & Wellbeing Sub-Group that may be duplicating this group?  CM to explore.
· Concerns from SH re young carers:
· Signs of Safety and Young Carers.  
· The impact of inappropriate and excessive caring on young people’s outcomes.  What are the numbers?  JSNA and BBC research.  
· The voice of young carers has been lost due to the untimely ending of their forum.
Children Excluded from Education – Val Creasy (VC) – not present.  Kelly Waters presented.
· Permanent exclusions very high.  Short-stay schools at capacity. 868 children being home-schooled to prevent being excluded or due to weaknesses in the system.
