	Main agenda, discussion points and agenda actions:

This meeting was due to look at the detail of the priority areas that had previously been agreed.  The following priorities had been looked at by nominated representatives and areas of focus suggested:

Emotional Well-being and Mental Health: (Suzanne Meredith and Christopher Butwright)

· Learning – the conditions to learn and develop

· Self – have a positive view of themselves and an identity that is respected

· Environment – have a safe and suitable home environment and local area

· Leisure – have opportunities to take part in positive activities to thrive

· Money – have enough of what matters

· Relationships – have positive relationships with family and friends. 

Prevention and Early Help: (Sal Thirlway and Sian Larrington)

· More coordinated join up of relevant services that do and could engage with families, which ensures targeted support and prevents demand/pressure on statutory services

· Sharing of partnership data across county and localities, ensuring that services can target intervention early and efficiently

· More effective commissioning of relevant services / appropriate provision to better meet children’s needs (in terms of quality and cost)

· Improved information and intelligence sharing, leading to early identification of need and appropriate support.
· Contribution to inclusion and attendance, EET performance
· Contribution to child health outcomes



	Opportunities to Learn: (Chris Snudden and Cindee Crehan)
· More coordinated join up of relevant services that do and could engage with schools, which ensures targeted support and releases capacity in schools to deliver even better quality learning

· More effective commissioning of relevant services / appropriate provision to better meet children’s needs (in terms of quality and cost)

· Improved Early Years outcomes indicating greater proportion of Norfolk children ready to access learning by age 5/6

· Significantly more 17 year olds in appropriate education or training

· Fewer children excluded from Norfolk schools and accessing high quality, full-time educational  provision which meets their learning needs

Space to Thrive: (Tim Sweeting and Bob Cronk)

The built environment - housing 

· Focus on good quality affordable secure homes. Social housing can develop key benchmarks around decent home standards and affordable rent and warmth.  Fixed term tenancies when introduced for social housing should not undermine social stability, a sense of community and schooling etc. 

· Is there more we can do around space for study within the home or in nearby facilities?  Libraries and informal learning opportunities. 

· Private sector housing may be more problematic particularly in the future. We need to know more about housing need now and into the future particularly in relation to the private rented sector. 

Open spaces

· Need to create the right cultural and physical environment e.g. take down the “No Ball games signs”. 

· Reclaim public space areas with events, activities - enabling role, critical, particularly inter-generational work, families’ provision. 

· Planning new build is critical in providing, designing and designating space for play and recreation
· Don’t see everything through the prism of community safety or ASB with regards to children playing in a self-directed way. Make sure formal space is designed with children and young people in mind preferably by children and young people BUT 

· Play and recreation does not all have to be directed with formal provision. We need to consider non-formal space, non-traditional play space also may provide opportunities rather than just threats e.g. communal areas in housing estates, car parks, or spaces for learning together - trails, informal ICT provision, local artists. It doesn’t need to be high cost.
November meeting. There are no agreed targets established for the priorities.


	Key Issues for the Voluntary and Community Sector:

The sub-group structure of the Children and Young People’s Strategic Partnership Board has still yet to be considered and agreed; therefore those people that are representatives on the sub-groups should continue attending.
