· MASA arrangements are being placed on the LSCB website and the structure will be changing slightly but this will all be in the documents available online. It has been advised that the local LSCG’s would stay the same. Mandy Marriott-Sims suggested that an audit needs to be done as they have been each year and she is keen to complete an FSP audit asap. 
· NSCB Updates – Serious Case Review has been published and is online now to read. This is around 2 individual children who died when co-sleeping with their parents who had a history of alcohol and substance misuse. 2 separate cases but on one serious case review as the themes are similar. It is recommended that you read and take note of the recommendations especially if you are working with families in a similar situation. Following this discussion, it was discussed about having a joint contingency plan around sharing information that a child you are working with has passed away as not all agencies including the voluntary sector would not necessarily be informed and could be unaware. This is a wider discussion to be taken by the chairs to other LSCG’s LSCB to see if we can come up with a solution. This will reduce any media attention as all parties involved in the case would have a script to work from and would not be surprised to hear from the media for a comment about the child/family.
We also discussed home schooling and private fostering and how this can be problematic when safeguarding children.
