	Main agenda, discussion points and agenda actions:
· Harmful Sexual Behaviour (HSB) Service – presentation shared by Francesca Burgess (see attachment).  This service is to support and upskill the workforce in Norfolk & Waveney with regards to HSB and is a part of the CSA strategy.  HSB represents a third of all sexual offences and is committed by children & young people (c/yp) aged under 18 years against c/yp.  The service aims to improve professionals ability to recognize HSB, help c/yp to develop healthy relationships, and to support parents to recognize HSB and understand what is considered to be appropriate sexual development for c/yp.  The HSB service provide training tailored to the service provision.  From April 2019, all Norfolk County Council (NCC) statutory Children’s Services staff will receive the universal HSB awareness training and the assessing & addressing HSB training.  

· Joint Targeted Area Inspection (JTAI) – presentation by Lisa Flood-Powell (see attached documents).  This is a joint inspection of Children’s Services, Health, Police, Probation & Youth Offending Teams (YOT).  They are inspecting under an overarching framework and under a thematic framework.  The current theme is CSA in the Family Environment which runs from September 2018 to March 2019 so an inspection may be imminent.  The theme changes on a 6 monthly basis, the next ones are expected to be Early Help & Prevention; Child Mental Health; Contextual Safeguarding CSE.  They like to observe Achieve Best Evidence (ABE) interviews (these are interviews that the police and children’s service conduct to gather and prepare evidence for court).  There is no overall grading at the end of a JTAI, instead a final letter is issued 28 day after the inspection to the Executive Director for Norfolk Children’s Services.  This is shared on the Ofsted website.  An action plan produced to replicate and share strengths and to improve any identified areas of concern.

	Key Issues for the Voluntary and Community Sector:

· Awareness of the HSB offer to improve skills in identifying HSB.  Universal HSB awareness training is available in Norfolk & Waveney via the NSCB website.
· Voluntary sector representative may be contacted to participate in the JTAI (similarly to how voluntary sector would be interviewed as part of Ofsted inspections of Children’s Services).  Cindee Creehan given as contact for requests for  Voluntary Sector children’s services representatives to participate in JTAI.
