Discussion:
This was the first meeting in over 6 months for this group and there was a new Chair in post so there was lots of ‘scene setting’ and general overviews.  More specifically the following were discussed:

· Confusion over which DV assessment tool is widely in use e.g. Barnados use DV RAM and DV RAM tools (‘risk indicator’ and ‘risk assessment’) but these are not recognized by the MASH/Police who use the DASH process.  The DASH tool is being reviewed at present by the Police.

· Feedback from all agencies (inc. voluntary sector) suggests that there is still some confusion over levels of Safeguarding training and who does what training.  

· Terms of reference for the group being revised and consider at a working party meeting to take place in next couple of months.

	Key Issues for the Voluntary and Community Sector:

Feedback relating to safeguarding training submitted by Forum members shared with wider group.  Thanks to all of you who responded to this last minute request for feedback.  
The VS feedback suggested that there needs to be more links between Safeguarding training and Signs of Safety training.  This is beginning to be reflected as training courses refreshed.  

Some of the Barnados (on behalf of NCC) delivered training is undersubscribed so could VS agencies promote these opportunities to their staff and volunteers.

If you offer your own ‘in-house’ training this needs to be validated by the NSCB if you wish for it to have parity with the various levels of training they offer themselves.  Details on how this can be achieved are on the NSCB website.

The Cultural Competencies training programme will be free to those attending (but a cancellation or no-show fee will apply).

There is a roll-out of a revised FSP training programme over the next few months so look out for news of that if this is of interest to you.
