Discussion:
The draft Terms of Reference for the group were discussed and some minor amendments made.  All agreed we wanted this to be a group that completed agreed actions and not just be a talking shop.  Please let me know if you wish to see a copy of the draft TOR and I will send them by email.
Working groups were set up to review 1) training levels and 2) QA and validation of training.  Cindee Crehan will be part of 1 and I will be on group 2 ensuring sector representation at both.  

The meeting discussed a proposal that the NSCB support a new round of Restorative Approaches training.  While there was general support for this, it was decided to ask those proposing this to include more reference to the links to Signs of Safety.  It will be considered again, assuming this additional information is available in the next meeting.
There is a mixed picture in relation to the Graded Care Profile.  A recent meeting discussed the possibility of a second version of this neglect tool kit to be developed but this was halted as it was felt that the first version isn’t being used widely enough yet.  One to watch!

Updates were received from Barnados (multi-agency training provider) and SAFER on their latest training reports and priorities.  I have a copy of the Barnados report I can email to anybody who is interested in reading it.

The ‘Social Care Academy’ has been launched in Norfolk by NCC and we received some information on this.  We are going to look at how the voluntary sector can get involved in this (see below)
