	PREVENT :  Mark Osborn will be attending every LSCG and Adult SCG every 6 months to ensure that the PREVENT agenda remains high on everyones list. Mark is available to talk to agencies and provide bespoke training as part of your safeguarding. He is contactable on mark.osborn@norfolk.gov.uk .  Locally the main threat is the far right and the radicalization of vulnerable individuals through on line.  There are 2 major banned groups National Action and Generation Identity. The latter is very focused towards younger people.  Profile of those at risk from referrals are mainly males under 18 but can be females. Referrals should be made via CADS and over 18’s via MASH.  A Vulnerable to Radicalisation (VTR) form will need to be completed.
SCR /DH review : the recent DH review clearly identified the issue is communications within and across agencies. We are getting very tied up in data protection, but should share if we know that this will prevent or reduce safeguarding risk. SS was very clear that the consent to refer into CADS should not be a blockage to ensuring any high risk referral is made and if there is a feeling that CADS are not taking them then SS can be contacted or we should make sure the professionals 
Dispute protocol is used.

SOS development sessions: Sessions for development of the SOS process and aspects of the process are being delivered across the County further information can be accessed through the NSCB website

Audits that have recently been undertaken have highlighted the need for appropriate supervision to be undertaken for staff holding cases where there is a high level of risk.
