	Key Issues for the voluntary and community sector:

	· School exclusions and ‘off-rolling’: There is concern about the high numbers of young people being permanently excluded or ‘off-rolled’ from school. Evidence from other parts of the UK has shown that Restorative Approaches used in schools can help with managing challenging behaviour and that this has a positive impact on the level of exclusions. Voluntary sector organisations working in/with schools can help by promoting Restorative Approaches to school staff – schools can access training and support from the Restorative Approaches team (part of the Norfolk Youth Offending Team).
