	· Presentations from Norfolk and Suffolk Probation and Norfolk Police and Crime Commissioner about Restorative Justice programmes in Norfolk
· Presentation from Jan Cockburn from the Norwich Opportunity Area about their work on reducing school exclusions, and discussion about how Restorative Approaches can contribute to this. 85% of young people in custody have been excluded from school at some point (fixed-term or permanent exclusion) so this is an important youth justice issue.



	Key Issues for the voluntary and community sector:

	Most of the meeting was focused on adult services, but I would encourage Forum members to look at the work of the Norwich Opportunity Area if they are not already aware of this. The NOA have also commissioned out work to VCSE organisations such as GroWild and The Benjamin Foundation so there are opportunities for funding too.
There was a brief conversation about schools and knife crime during the discussion on exclusions. One board member mentioned Ofsted guidance on safeguarding and knife crime, which might be useful to VCSE organisations and can be found online.
